Famously 
landing at Gallipoli on April 25, 1915, they faced 8 months of stalemate against Ottoman forces.

Firearms Regulations November 2017 
145 Advertising supply of firearms 
For the purposes of section 54 (b) of the Act the license or permit number of the supplier is prescribed in relation to an 
advertisement for the supply of the firearm.  
Firearms Act 1996 
54   Advertising sale of firearms  
(cf APMC 10 (a))  
A person must not cause an advertisement for the sale of a firearm or firearm part to be published unless:  
(a)  the person is a licensed firearms dealer, or  
(b)  the proposed sale is to be arranged by or through a licensed firearms dealer and the advertisement contains such 
particulars as may be prescribed by the regulations.  
Prohibited Weapons Act 1998  
25   Advertising sale of prohibited weapons  
A person who causes to be published an advertisement for the sale of a prohibited weapon must ensure that the advertisement: 

(a) states that a permit is required for the possession or use of the weapon, and   
(b)  specifies the permit number of the person on whose behalf the weapon is being sold. Editor..……………………
